Eniya Russell, a senior guard from Baltimore, Maryland, has scored in double digits in
six of her last 11 games and in 14 of 30 games in 2023-24.
She first found her groove in the middle of Southeastern Conference action, averag-
ing 16.5 points per game through a four-game stretch (vs. Missouri on Jan. 21 - vs.
Mississippi State on Feb. 1).
e During that four-game stretch, Russell:

e Led her team with back-to-back, 20-point games.

e Led her team with an impressive 54.9 FG% (28-48).

e Scored on a buzzer-beater to go to overtime against Mississippi State.

e Scored in double digits in all four games.
The Wildcat again showed glimmers of that dominance in her recent performance in
Kentucky’s win over Florida on Feb. 18.

e Russell had a career-high, 24-point performance on 8-of-15 from the field and
7-0f-10 at the line in just 24 minutes of action. She added five rebounds, three
assists, two steals and a block in that game.

e Davis-Reid Alumni Gym (Georgetown College)
Injuries are inevitable -

e Maddie Scherr missed four games total - two games with an ankle injury
and two games in concussion protocol.

e (Cassidy Rowe missed one game.

e Amiya Jenkins missed five games with a shoulder injury.

e Nyah Leveretter, who started 21 games last season, continues her recovery
from an ACL tear at the end of 2022-23.

One tough schedule -

e Kentucky is one of two programs in the Southeastern Conference that has
played at least six Power 5 teams in the nonconference season (South
Carolina leads with seven such opponents). In fact, UK’s six Power 5 oppo-
nents came within a seven-game stretch.

e The Wildcats also met tough mid-majors in the nonconference season,
including ETSU and at FGCU, both of whom were picked to win their
leagues in 2023-24.

20-20 VISION

e Ajae Petty led Kentucky with 23 points, a career-high 21 rebounds, two blocks and two
steals against Vanderbilt on Jan. 11.

e  She is the first player to record a 20-20 double-double since Valerie Still did so against
Charleston on Dec. 19, 1982.

Ajae Petty and Valerie Still are the only two players in program history to record
a 20-20 double-double in program history. In fact, it has only been done three
times in program history, twice by Valerie Still and now once by Ajae Petty.

SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK: 33 PTS, 15 RBS

e Ajae Petty was crowned the Southeastern Conference Player of the Week, it was
announced by the league office Tuesday, Dec. 5.

The Wildcat led her team with a career-high 33 points and a career-high 15
rebounds to push Kentucky past Tennessee Tech on Dec. 3. She became just the
fourth player in program history to record a 30-15 double-double on points and
rebounds, and the first player to do so in over a decade.

It didn’t just mark her first 30-plus point performance, but it also marked her first
20-plus point performance. It also marked Kentucky’s first 30-plus point perfor-
mance since Rhyne Howard dropped 32 against LSU in March 2022.

Furthermore, it also marked the Baltimore, Maryland, native’s fourth double-dou-
ble through nine games in 2023-24. The Wildcat also added a steal, an assist and
a career-high tying three blocks.

That performance came after putting up 17 points and eight rebounds to help
Kentucky defeat Boston College in the ACC / SEC Challenge to snap a five-game
losing streak on Nov. 30, which at the time, was her second-best point perfor-
mance in her career.

THE FOUR-GAME WIN STREAK

of Southeastern Conference action (Dec. 17 through Jan. 4). Though Jan. 4, the Cats also
had won six of their previous eight games, too. In fact, their lone pair of loses in that
time came with disclaimers:

e In their loss against Minnesota (76-57) on Dec. 6, they had just seven available
players, including their two freshmen, who have played very limited minutes in
2023-24. UK actually led UM, 38-36, at halftime, but ran out of gas in the second
half.

e Intheir loss at No. 18/18 Louisville (73-61) on Dec. 10, there were eight ties and
nine lead changes. Even as late as the third quarter, there were two ties and four
lead changes. Previous starter Amiya Jenkins also was unavailable in the game,
too.

e  Kentucky’s four-game win streak revealed a lot of upside about the team going right
into SEC action, as it has set season highs in the following categories from those four
games:

e Meanwhile, UK was shorthanded two players, before star guard Maddie Scherr
also went out in the third quarter after a tough fall.

e  The Wildcats set season highs in -

e  51.6% from the field (32-0f-62), 50.0% from the arc (7-of-14), 19 assists, 10 steals
and five blocks.
e Infact, five players dished out at least three assists.

e  Kentucky battled through 11 ties and 12 lead changes to secure the triumph.

e  The game was even tied, 81-81, with 10 seconds on the clock. Eniya Russell,
however, grabbed a defensive rebound off a Boston College missed free throw.
UK called its final timeout of the game, as head coach Kyra Elzy drew up a play
for Russell, who went straight to the basket for a layup at the buzzer to win the
game.

VS. TENNESSEE TECH (DEC. 3)
e  The Wildcats came back three days later to defeat the Golden Eagles, 73-67, Sunday in
another “give it all you got” performance.

e Once again, UK was down familiar players in Amiya Jenkins, Maddie Scherr and
Zennia Thomas. Just six players played substantial minutes (Janae Walker was the
seventh player, but she had just two minutes in the game).

e  Kentucky shot 44.6 percent from the field (25-of-56).

e The Wildcats were 42.9 percent from the arc (6-of-14), their second-best perfor-
mance from long range this season.

e For the second straight game and for the fourth time through nine games this season,
at least four players scored in double digits.

e UK set a season-high six blocks.

e The Wildcats’ 18 assists are second most this season, only behind their 19 assists in the
most previous game against Boston College on Nov. 30.

e Kentucky women’s basketball is also getting a renovated locker
room and team lounge.

NYAH LEVERETTER IS HEALING FROM ACL TEAR

e Nyah Leveretter, a senior forward, sustained a torn anterior cru-
ciate ligament in her right knee during the Kentucky-Vanderbilt
game in Memorial Gymnasium in Nashville, Tennessee, on Feb. 19,
2023.

e She missed the remainder of last season.

e The Wildcat played in all 26 games and made 21 starts until her
accident, including the prior 16 straight.

e She was averaging 2.5 points per game and 3.9 rebounds per
game, while adding 2.8 points and 4.2 rebounds per game in
conference action.

e  The Wildcat had her first surgery in February and second surgery
in September.

Nyah Leveretter is never late and lives a very structured life.
Coming from a military family, the lessons she has learned about
organization and discipline directly translate to her life as a stu-
dent athlete.

e The Wildcat was born at Fort Campbell, Kentucky, an Army
base that sits right on the border of Tennessee and the
Bluegrass State. She lived there for a few years and moved
to Japan once she turned five.

Being in a military family, there are some ideals and practices that
become so normal you don’t realize it.

e “I'm a very structured person. Like very. And | didn’t realize
it until I was around other people who weren’t as struc-
tured,” Leveretter said. “I felt like | was a structure maniac,
and they weren’t and it drives me insane. When people are
late to things, it makes me tick so bad. And | didn’t realize it
was because | was raised this way.”

This shows up for her as a student as well.

e “Even when I’'m turning in assignments, | don’t like turning
things in late,” Leveretter said. “l don’t ever do that. If |
don’t have an A, or at least a B, I’'m mad at myself, like really
mad.”

When Kyra Elzy was an assistant coach at Western Kentucky
(2002-04), she recruited Crystal Kelly, who was a Miss Kentucky
Basketball and 2x Gatorade Player of the Year out of Sacred Heart
in Louisville.

e Elzy pulled out all the stops to recruit her, including carving
dozens and dozens of pumpkins for her and also driving more
than an hour to get her food from her favorite restaurant.

Crystal Kelly ended up signing to WKU, and still to this day holds

more than a dozen records there.
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KOBE & GIGI SHOES

e  Ajae Petty, a senior who transfered from LSU before last sea-
son, and Eniya Russell, also a senior who transfered from South
Carolina prior to last season, were reunited at last in 2022-23.

e The pair of Baltimore natives first met while playing on their mid-
dle school basketball team. They played several seasons together
until they were separated by high school transfers and college
commitments, only to be finally reunited as teammates last sea-
son.

e  “Living with Eniya has made this transfer a lot smoother for
me, especially with having someone to relate to,” Petty said.

e  This duo joined the team with a secret weapon — knowing
what to expect from one another at all times.

e “l know when she wants the ball and where she wants it,”
Russell said. “I know what she’s capable of. We’ve been
playing together for so long, | just know her game.”

e Fun Fact: If you ask them both the biggest difference between
their prior programs and Kentucky, they will simultaneously say,
“conditioning!”

LEADERSHIP COMMITTEE

e The coaching staff formed a “leadership committee” in Summer
2022. Emma King, Nyah Leveretter and Maddie Scherr were on
the leadership committee last season and returned to it in 2023-
24.
e  The team also voted in Ajae Petty and Cassidy Row to join
the leadership committee in Summer 2023.

MAMBA & MAMBACITA SKILLS ACADEMY

e  The Mamba & Mambacita Sports Foundation partnered with
the University of Kentucky men’s and women’s basketball pro-
grams to put on the second annual Mamba & Mambacita Sports
Foundation Skills Academy on Oct. 26, 2023.

e Once again, it was held at the Joe Craft Center, and the
event hosted 175 underserved kids — 100 girls and 75 boys —
from the Lexington area.

e  Mamba & Mambacita Sports Foundation Ambassador Natalia
Bryant attended UK’s first skills academy in 2022, while Mamba &
Mambacita Sports Foundation Executive Director Kat Conlon rep-
resented the foundation on site in both 2022 and 2023.

e Each year, the event has begun with a spirited introduction of the
Mamba & Mambacita Sports Foundation by Kentucky women’s
basketball head coach Kyra Elzy. That was followed by a moving
speech about the Mamba Mentality Five Pillars by Kentucky men’s
basketball head coach John Calipari.

e The campers were then divided into teams, led by the Wildcats’
men’s and women’s basketball coaches, staff and players. The
teams rotated through almost a dozen stations during the two
hours, where the campers learned a Kobe Bryant-inspired princi-
ple, and then took part in a practice drill related to that principle,
at each stop.

e Printed materials with Kobe Bryant quotes and action photos have
complemented each station to serve as a visual representation of
the basketball legend.

e  Kentucky was one of six schools selected to wear Kobe and Gigi
NIKE shoes in 2023-24, thanks to its commitment to hosting
Mamba & Mambacita Sports Foundation Skills Academies for
undeserved children.

606 STRONG

e Cassidy Rowe’s family and community were directly affected by
the Eastern Kentucky floods last summer.

e The Virgie, Kentucky, native and sophomore guard tells a
great story about how her parents had to trudge through
knee-deep water to evacuate to their neighbor’s house on
higher ground.

e  Meanwhile, Rowe texted her father to see if her childhood
basketball goal was ok. He told her it wasn'’t, it had been
washed away. He ended up finding it floating down the flood
stream.

e Her home ended up being ok, just some property damage.
However, many, many folks around neighborhood were not
so fortunate.

e  Rowe and her family were and continue to be very active in
their community in the aftermath of the flooding, handing
out meals and cleaning.

e  Rowe, Emma King and alumnae Blair Green and Maci Morris - all
natives of Eastern Kentucky or otherwise known as the 606 - host-
ed a “606 Camp” for 606 residents at North Laurel High School
last August.

e  The cost to attend was $40 per player or $60 for two in a
family, while all proceeds from the camp went directly to the
Foundation for Appalachian Kentucky Crisis Fund.

e  Kentucky was involved in two of the top-25 most attended games
in the nation in 2019-20, including 11,256 fans against Louisville at
Rupp Arena, which ranked 23rd.

was the head coach at High Point in 2011-12, then Wake
Forest from 2012-22.

e  Between the four of them, including assistant coach Crystal Kelly,

they have a combined 81 years of collegiate coaching experience
as a full-time assistant coach or head coach.

Fun Fact: Between Elzy and Butts, the two coaches have a com-
bined 23 years of experience as members of the coaching staff
at Kentucky, a testament to the culture of the program and the
athletic department.

WILDCATS SHINE IN THE CLASSROOM

The Wildcats have had a 3.0 team GPA or better each of the last
21 semesters, including seven semesters under Kyra Elzy.

She has put an emphasis on academics since arriving on campus
as an assistant coach several years ago. In more than a decade
of seasons with her on staff (2008-12, (2016-pres.), UK has a 100
percent graduation rate among four-year players.

DID YOU KNOW?

e Kyra Elzy is in the Kentucky High School
Basketball Hall of Fame for her storied career

at Oldham County High School. During her high
school days, she was a two-time All-American
selection by Parade Magazine and Street & Smith
and considered by some to be the best high
school basketball player in Kentucky history.

She led her Oldham County team to two KHSAA
regional titles and a semifinal appearance in the
1993 KHSAA Sweet 16. Overall, she scored 3,000
points with 1,700 rebounds, 449 assists and 516
steals over a stellar career.

An all-around athlete, Kyra also saw success in
cross country and track and field where she was
a state champion in the 400-meter dash as a
junior in high school.

Elzy holds a bachelor’s degree in psychology from
Tennessee in 1999 and a master’s degree in cul-
tural studies and education with an emphasis in
sports psychology from UT in 2001.

As a student-athlete at UT from 1996-2001, Elzy’s
game excelled under Hall of Famer Pat Summitt.
A four-year letterwinner, Elzy was a member of
two national championship teams (1997, 1998),
a national runner-up squad (2000), four SEC reg-
ular-season championships (1998, 1999, 2000,
2001) and three SEC Tournament titles (1998,
1999, 2000).

During her time in Knoxville, she played in 126
games and earned the Holly Warlick Defensive
Player of the Year award in 1997 and the Unsung
Hero Award in 1998. Elzy became just the fifth
freshman in Tennessee history to start her first
game as a Lady Vol when she started at guard in
the 1996-97 season opener against Austin Peay.
She also earned another distinction during her
playing career, becoming the first UT player to
earn her master’s degree while still playing.

e In 2022-23, under head coach Kyra Elzy, 14-seeded Kentucky became the lowest seeded team to ever
reach the Southeastern Conference Tournament Quarterfinals after it defeated 11th-seeded Florida in
the first round and sixth-seeded Alabama in the second round.

¢ It marked UK’s 14th straight appearance in the quarterfinals, which was the longest active streak in the
SEC at the time (South Carolina is second with 12).

o After Kentucky defeated Alabama in the second round, Coach Elzy owned a 7-1 record in the SEC
Tournament, which tied with Melanie Balcomb of Vanderbilt for the best eight-game start for a head
coach in tournament history.

Kyra Elzy produced the program’s first ever No. 1 WNBA Draft pick in Rhyne Howard, who was taken first

overall by the Atlanta Dream on April 11, 2022.

¢ In the process, Elzy helped UK become one of just 16 programs in the nation to produce a No. 1 WNBA
Draft Pick.

Kyra Elzy is the only coach in program history to lead her team to back-to-back NCAA Tournaments in her

first two years at the helm of the program, doing so in 2020-21 and 2021-22.

In 2022, Kyra Elzy led the Kentucky women’s basketball program to its second SEC Tournament Title in
program history, and its first since 1982, when it defeated No. 1 South Carolina, 64-62, at Bridgestone
Arena in Nashville, Tenn., on March 6, 2022.

¢ Elzy, who holds an impressive 5-1 record in her two-year tenure in the SEC Tournament, guided UK to
the championship game for the first time since 2014.

e Elzy became the fifth coach in league history to win the tournament title in the first two seasons on
the job, joining Joe Ciampi (Auburn), Jim Foster (Vanderbilt), Melanie Balcomb (Vanderbilt) and Holly
Warlick (Tennessee).

Kentucky, who was the seventh seed at the conference tournament, became the second-lowest seed

to ever win the SEC Women'’s Basketball Tournament.

Elzy’s Wildcats became the only No. 7 seed in any power five conference tournament ever to defeat

the No. 1, 2, and 3 seeds to earn the conference tournament title.

Moreover, the Wildcats became the fourth team to ever defeat the No. 1 team in the Associated Press
Poll in the SEC Tournament championship game.

In defeating the top-ranked Gamecocks, Elzy aided UK to just its second win ever against a No. 1 team
in the AP Poll.

In just her second season at the helm of the program (2021-22), Kyra Elzy helped Kentucky to a 10-game

win streak, UK’s longest win streak in conference action in a decade (2011-12).
WBCA Rookie Coach of the Year in 2021 after becoming the first UK head coach to lead their team to the

NCAA Tournament in their first season at the helm.

Named espnW National Coach of the Week on January 4, 2021, after back-to-back top-12 wins to start

conference action (then-No. 10 Arkansas and then-No. 12 Mississippi State). It marked the first time

Kentucky has ever earned back-to-back wins against teams ranked in the top-12 of the AP poll.

Became the eighth head coach in UK women'’s basketball history as UK AD Mitch Barnhart named her

head coach on Dec. 14, 2020 following the retirement of Matthew Mitchell.

Kyra Elzy married Dexter Lander in August 2012 and the couple have one son Jackson, who was born in

2016.
